Toys 

This unit will teach the children about popular toys through the 20th 

century and early 21st century.

Religious Education  

Creation  

This unit is designed to develop the children’s appreciation of 

themselves and the world around them as part of God’s creation. 

It also helps the children to reflect on the need to thank and 

praise God for his many gifts.  

Families and Celebrations 

This unit is designed to develop the children’s knowledge and 

understanding of what it means to belong to, and celebrate as a 

family. The unit will focus on the Mass, the stories of the 

presentation and finding of Jesus in the temple and the wedding 

feast at Cana as important celebrations in the life of the church 

and Jesus. 

Prayer 

This unit is designed to develop the children’s understanding of 

prayer as a special way of spending time with God. In the unit 

the children will also explore the vocabulary, actions, places and 

aids associated with prayer, with particular reference to the 

prayer of praise and intercession. The children will also explore 

how Christians give praise to God in the psalms and in prayers 

like the ‘Glory be to the Father’ and the ‘Our Father’. 

Advent 

This unit is designed to develop the children’s understanding of 

Advent as a time of waiting and preparation for the celebration 

of the birth of Jesus and his coming again. The unit also 

develops the children’s understanding of Advent as a joyful 

liturgical season and allows them to participate in a special 

liturgy.
