Homework will normally consist of a Mathematics task relating to our work in the classroom and a handwriting/spelling/grammar sheet. Occasionally, your child may be asked to complete a project over the half term break. This will be announced in advance.
Packed lunches 
Please ensure that your child brings in a healthy and nutritious lunch. No sweets, fizzy drinks or meat containing bones please. If you decide to send some grapes, please cut them in half lengthwise to reduce the possibility of choking. 
Key points for Year 5 
In Year 5, children are expected to bring in their reading book daily as we do ask them to read quietly by themselves or read to an adult every day. Please help your child by listening to them read at home, this is crucial for vocabulary and language development. 
Encourage your child to be organised, independent and prepared for the school day ahead. We have been experiencing a significant number of children forgetting to bring in their glasses, guitars, lunch boxes or sports kits.
This year, Year 5 pupils will have plenty of opportunities to learn outside of school.
We have planned their residential trip to Alton Castle for April 2025- more information closer to the date. As part of our Literacy unit, we’d like to offer the opportunity to visit the Warner Brothers Studio Tour- The Making of Harry Potter in May 2025. 
As always, we made sure to secure a number of outings and shorter trips relating to different areas of the curriculum in order to enrich your child’s learning experience.
